SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Lyn Truitt called the Special Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting to order at 6 p.m. at the Northwest Regional Library, 16089 N. Bullard Ave, Surprise, Arizona 85374, on Wednesday, October 4, 2006.

ITEM 1:  DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  None 
CONSENT AGENDA:
All items listed with an asterisk (*) are considered to be routine by the Planning and Zoning Commission and were approved by one motion.  There was no separate discussion of these items during this meeting.
Commissioner Somers requested that Item 3 be removed from the consent agenda.
Vice Chair Blair made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Somers seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a vote of 6 ayes and 1 vacancy.

· Approved Item 2*:  SP06-180 – Consideration and Action – Arizona Traditions Neighborhood Center, stipulations ‘a’ through ‘i.’
CONSENT AGENDA ITEMS REMOVED FOR DISCUSSION AND ACTION: 

· Item 3:  SPA06-130 – Consideration and Action – Waddell Square
Planner Nicole Catten presented the project to the Commission.  Staff recommended approval of SPA06-130, Waddell Square, subject to stipulations ‘a’ through ‘j.’

In response to Commissioner Somers’ concern regarding the lack of parking and the congestion generated by the two fast food restaurants, Jonathan Stern, applicant, explained that particular phase was not completely designed and could be changed.
Commissioner Somers requested the following stipulation: 
Stipulation k:  Phase three shall be presented to the Planning and Zoning Commission for approval at time of submittal of a Site Plan Amendment.

In response to Commissioner Segarra’s concern with the entrance to shops 2 from Reems Road, Director Chesney explained this would be reviewed by Traffic Engineering at Site Plan Amendment.

Chairman Truitt opened the meeting for public comment.
Hearing no further comments from the public, Chairman Truitt closed the public hearing.
Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve SPA06-130, Waddell Square, subject to stipulations ‘a’ through ‘k,’ as amended. Commissioner Watts seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a vote of 6 ayes and 1 vacancy.

AGENDA ITEMS/DISCUSSION ONLY 

· Item 4:  GPA06-340 – Discussion Only – Request a Major Amendment to the Surprise General Plan
Planner Janice See presented the project to the Commission.  
Director Chesney elaborated on the need for design guidelines

Chairman Truitt explained the item was on the agenda for discussion only and went over the upcoming meetings for the public.

In response to Vice Chair Blair, Director Chesney explained the residential uses allowed within a Planned Area Development

In response to Commissioner Hall, Planner See explained overlay as an area with additional standards.
In response to Commissioner Hall, Planner See explained the need for Tillman Road as a traffic corridor requiring special attention.
In response to Commissioner Hall, Director Chesney explained the GPA’s reference to developing Sun Valley Parkway as an opportunity to redesign the parkway along with its need for redevelopment to accommodate the traffic.
Commissioner Segarra commented on the bicycle paths projected for the future and the need to make the public aware.  Director Chesney explained the transportation planner was working on something to that effect and that the planning department was aware of the need for bicycle paths even though they were not included in the GPA.

In response to Commissioner Watts, Director Chesney explained the department had just begun working with Nadaburg schools and will include other districts as appropriate.
Chairman Truitt commented approval of the new language added such as preservation, transportation, western designation, and connectivity with equestrian trails.  He asked if the western designation applied to the entire planning area.

Chairman Truitt opened the discussion item for public comment.
Greg Keller, Arizona State Land Department, commented that his department was working closely with the city on updating the general plan. 

James Truman, White Tanks Concerned Citizens, provided a presentation regarding preservation of the White Tanks area.
Ray Pendergast, Cochair, West Valley Alliance, expressed concern regarding the 7000 acres East of White Tanks.
Sam Farina, Wittmann resident, expressed concern about taxes and property values.
Hearing no further comments from the public, Chairman Truitt closed the public hearing.

Chairman Truitt called to the public to discuss any issues not noted on the agenda.  
Kathy Muller, Surprise resident, voiced her concern with the City preserving the desert feel.
Hearing no further comments from the public, Chairman Truitt closed the call to the public.
