1) Call to the Public

2) Report by Staff Liaison

Ms. Rice reported on the following:

She met with Ms. Sakiestewa has visited the City Hall and has some ideas for the atrium lobby; including a glass and granite object. She has worked previously with the architect. The contractors are going to provide some additional electrical, etc. at the site for her use.

Ms. Katz visited the building; she will make a mock-up of her ideas and present them to the Arts and Cultural Advisory Board. Her idea is glass panels that are backlit.

Ms. Rolstad has been in town and installation is proceeding. She will revise the Police area hanging object plan as the PD staff was not happy with the idea. 4) Discussion and possible action on December Workshop with City Council

Mr. Biundo stated his and the Board’s appreciation for the work done by Ms. Rice, Ms. Miller and others in the preparation and presentation for the Council workshop.

Mr. Manne moved to approve the amended motion. Second by Mr. Biundo.  Approved unanimously. 
6) Discussion and possible action on City of Surprise Grant Program  

General discussion of the current and past grant programs including process, advertising, and response.  The Board will have subcommittees look at development of a Master Plan for the Board. This will include processes, programs, and timetables.  Mr. Manne, Mr. Hernandez and Ms. Ciccolini-Mankiewicz will meet to discuss the concept of a Master Plan and how to develop such a plan. Mr. Biundo, Ms. Miller, Ms. Reeve and Ms. Cox will meet in a subcommittee to discuss the Grants program and how to conduct it and improve the program.
