Handouts or
giveaway items are to be denoted as part of your entry. If you are handing out items, you must walk closest towards the
spectators, handing out items and keeping pace with the parade.

Vehicles entered into the parade should be either of historic or military significance or have some Veteran connection.
If not, they must be able to provide a service to the parade (i.e. carrying a parade grand marshal, novelty, VIP, etc.). All
civilian vehicles shall be decorated in a patriotic theme in order to bring more attention to the service of our Veterans.
Tow vehicles for floats or other entries should also be decorated in a patriotic theme. Vehicles shall also maintain the
parade pace.
